
The school is quiet now.  Another graduation has passed, and we ready ourselves for our new students and our summer   
semester.  I have some time to re! ect in these pauses in our calendric rhythm, and much of  my thought has turned to 

these most recent alumni. After having served as a source of  some occasional low level despair, as do most rising 8th grade 
classes, this recent graduating class became quite dear to us in these last several months.  They became a group that included 
talented scholars, actors, and athletes.  Most important, they became a group.  Not lone virtuosi.
 So much of  what we hear in the media is about the lone teacher making all difference. Or the lone principal. Or the 
lone   strategy for bubbling in the right answer on a high stakes test.  Or the lone charter cartel with best practices for the 
urban student.   How lonely are all the answers to our national education question. 
 From my of" ce wall hangs a small Japanese wood block print.  It shows the priest, Nichiren, skirting a humble   
mountain village as he heads into exile.  We cannot see his face, and his body is bowed beneath a burden and against the     
wintery blast.  He is alone.  A couple of  nights earlier, I talked with an architect friend and his spouse, a wise academic. We 
spoke of  the struggles of  the Iranian people, Persian politics, and " nally of  the existential horror one must experience in exile 
- when one must leave home forever.  The families that send us their children have all experienced some form of  exile, too, as 
have most Americans, in one generation or another.   We are a nation of  exiles. 
 E.O. Wilson takes things a step further, suggesting that psychological exile is our human destiny:  unlike the mind of  
other animals, our neurology lets us know that we live, we will die, and then sends us off  on a search to make sense of  the 
grim news. Few can do so. Lives of  lone and quiet despair bloom and fade all around us. Not so on our little half  acre in El 
Barrio#  
 Together, amidst the play of  light and shadow that " lls our new school building, we make a home.  In the face of  all 
of  the uncertainty and frightful probability that lies beyond our walls and in our minds, we end our exile. Together, students 
embrace Algebraic unknowns and make Shakespearean forays into the loving, vengeful human heart.  On the soccer pitch, 
lacrosse " eld, and science lab, students struggle with problem solving, team work, and " nding that last reserve of  courage.  
Together, students soften their hearts, open their eyes, and strengthen their bodies.  This is all truly beyond metric or measure, 
but obvious for all to see. It is in circles of  debate and inquiry, not lone rows of  rote resignation, that we " nd our humanity 
and our true home.  
 It was a thrill for us to see this graduating class, together, leave us from our new and serene backyard - and to know 
they have this same home to which they will return.  What a blessing it would be if  all children in our city could end their exile 
in a place like this.

The East Harlem School at Exodus House
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THE MISSION:  The East Harlem School is an independent middle school 
(grades 5-8) that educates students from low-income families in Harlem 
who exhibit the desire to rise to their academic potential. Through a rig-
orous and intensive curriculum emphasizing intellectual, moral, and kin-
esthetic development through interdisciplinary and cooperative learning, 
skill acquisition, and focused exploration, The East Harlem School in-
stills con" dence, skill, discipline, and moral accountability in its students. 
We are proud to state that our graduates " nish college and enroll in high 
school at a rate that is more than double the national rate for Black and 
Latino students.  In addition, many EHS graduates have completed high 
school-many at some of the most prestigious independent schools in 
the country including Phillips Exeter Academy, Deer" eld Academy, Miss 
Porter’s School, Kent School, and The Putney School to name just a few.

HISTORY: Exodus House has played an important role in Harlem for over 
40 years. Founded in 1963 by Reverend Dr. Lynn and Mrs. Leola Hage-
man as a rehabilitation center for drug addiction, Exodus House has been 
an anchoring institution in Harlem since its inception. Due to the critical 
concern for the welfare of the community’s many at-risk children, Exo-
dus House was converted in 1984 to an after-school and summer program.

Following in the Hagemans’ footsteps, in the fall of 1993, the couple’s sons, 
Hans and Ivan Hageman, opened an independent middle school featuring 
an extended school day and extended school year on the Exodus House site 
to address the needs of children and their families in the Harlem community.

The East Harlem School is chartered by the New York State Department of  
Education and is accredited by the Middle States Association of Colleges and 
Schools. The East Harlem School is a not-for-pro" t 501(c)3 organization.

THE NEED:  The East Harlem School is one of only a handful of schools 
in the city which focus solely on middle-school students. Between the ages 
of  10 and 13, children face critical milestones in their physical, emotion-
al, mental, and social development, taking on more complex roles in their 
families and community and discovering and beginning to implement new 
analytical capabilities. Students in this crucial period either engage or be-
come alienated from learning.  The children from Harlem are at particu-
lar risk during early adolescence, as many of the decisions made during 
this stage of development have long reaching social and economic effects.

SOLUTION: The School serves students from low-income families in 
grades 5–8, addressing the needs of the whole child by promoting intellec-
tual, moral, aesthetic, and kinesthetic development. Through a rigorous cur-
riculum that emphasizes interdisciplinary learning, skill acquisition, focused 
exploration, and cooperative learning, The East Harlem School instills con-
" dence, skill, discipline, and moral accountability in its students. With the 
completion of an East Harlem School education, students are positioned 
and able to succeed in a variety of settings, while retaining the traditions and 
strengths of their own East Harlem community. The School has created, at 
scale, a model of early adolescent education that can and should be replicated 
by public or private schools in inner city communities throughout the nation.

This past January, students were offered a unique opportunity to visit 
Columbia University’s rooftop observatory.  Students, parents, and teachers 

gathered for a lecture entitled, “Eavesdropping on Black Holes,” given by  
graduate student Taka Tanaka, where the group learned about the waves  
created when large masses orbit each other. After the lecture, the students were 
escorted to the top of  the building where the observatory roof  was retracted so 
that everyone was able to look through the university’s enormous, high-powered 
microscope at the moon and the Orion nebula. This trip was a collaboration of  
the Math and Science departments and enhanced the eighth grade’s study of  
astronomy. 

Among the many new opportunities made possible 
by the new EHS building, the launching of  a Satur-

day program is one of  the most valuable additions to the 
School’s offerings. Every Saturday during the school year, 
students are able receive individualized tutoring sessions in 
math, grammar, and reading comprehension from volun-
teers recruited from the EHS community. Students work 
closely with their tutors for three hours of  instruction. Thus 
far the focus of  the Saturday program has been largely aca-
demic, and in the coming year sports and arts will be added 
to the curriculum as well.
