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 We play.  Serious play, because a nation’s future depends on it.  The willingness to dare, to take risks, to 
bear uncertainty have been fundamental to our nation’s birth and security.  So many of  our supporters make a 
living with and by the play spirit.  Good education must be imbued with such play spirit.  The play spirit allows 
people to learn, make friends, stay ! t, and have agency in the world. 
 Academically, because we are not bound to teach to the test, students are guided in the true exploration 
of  scienti! c, mathematical, historical, and literary skills and concepts.  Rather than having students clapping and 
chanting in rows, we have them engage with each other and the material at hand.  E.O Wilson’s description of  
scienti! c reductionism could be a prescription for our teaching:
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Let your mind travel the system, pose interesting questions about it. Break the question down and visualize the elements 
and questions it implies.  Think out alternative conceivable answers.  Phrase them so that a reasonable amount of  evidence 
makes a clear-cut choice possible…search for another question…love the details, the feel of  them, for their own sake…

What playful language this scientist crafts around this most structured of  disciplines! Love the details? So 
somehow love enters back into education.  Passion.  Risk.  Failure. Failure here can mean something has been 
fully ventured – not that all is lost on some high stakes test.
 In athletics at EHS, students learn courage, temperance, endurance, and how to regulate cognitive and 
emotional impulses under the pressure of  competition.  In the process of  sport and play, neural connections 
increase, as does capillary growth in the brain.  Our students are on the athletic ! eld of  play four days of  the 
week. And on these ! elds, they experience joy and transcendence.  The stress of  poverty and the attendant ills 
of  noise and violence sever synaptic connections, yet exercise and play heal the brain and soothe the anxious 
mind.
 Finally, in the arts, and our core art is drama, students learn to understand the human gesture, the human 
heart, and how to make them pulse as one.  In drama, students memorize Shakespeare, Lincoln, the Preamble, 
and King – and they breathe life back into the intention of  their words.  It is called a play by Shakespeare, and 
the plays, even when comedy, are crafted with care.
 At the end of  all of  this play, our graduates will act well, think well, and do good.  I think our play spirit 
is what brings us together and why you have supported us in halcyon moments and in these times of  economic 
challenge.  We hope you remain at play with us.

THE MISSION:  The East Harlem School is an independent middle 
school (grades 5-8) that educates students from low-income families in 
Harlem who exhibit the desire to rise to their academic potential. Through 
a rigorous and intensive curriculum emphasizing intellectual, moral, and 
kinesthetic development through interdisciplinary and cooperative learning, 
skill acquisition, and focused exploration, The East Harlem School instills 
con! dence, skill, discipline, and moral accountability in its students. We are 
proud to state that our graduates ! nish high school and enroll in college 
at a rate that is more than double the national rate for Black and Latino 
students.  In addition, many EHS graduates have completed high school at 
some of the most prestigious independent schools in the country including 
Phillips Exeter Academy, Deer! eld Academy, Miss Porter’s School, Kent 
School, Hotchkiss School, Taft School, and Loomis Chaffee.

HISTORY: Exodus House has played an important role in Harlem for over 
40 years. Founded in 1963 by Reverend Dr. Lynn and Mrs. Leola Hageman 
as a rehabilitation center for drug addiction, Exodus House has been an 
anchoring institution in Harlem since its inception. Due to the critical 
concern for the welfare of the community’s many at-risk children, Exodus 
House was converted in 1984 to an after-school and summer program.

Following in the Hagemans’ footsteps, in the fall of 1993, the couple’s 
sons, Hans and Ivan Hageman, opened an independent middle school 
featuring an extended school day and extended school year on the Exodus 
House site to address the needs of children and their families in the Harlem 
community.

The East Harlem School is chartered by the New York State Department 
of  Education and is accredited by the Middle States Association of 
Colleges and Schools. The East Harlem School is a not-for-pro! t 501(c)(3) 
organization.

THE NEED:  The East Harlem School is one of only a handful of schools 
in the city which focus solely on middle-school students. Between the ages 
of  10 and 13, children face critical milestones in their physical, emotional, 
mental, and social development, taking on more complex roles in their 
families and community and discovering and beginning to implement new 
analytical capabilities. Students in this crucial period either engage in or 
become alienated from learning.  The children from Harlem are at particular 
risk during early adolescence, as many of the decisions made during this 
stage of  development have long reaching social and economic effects.

SOLUTION: The School serves students from low-income families in 
grades 5-8 , addressing the needs of the whole child by promoting intellectual,  
moral, aesthetic, and kinesthetic development. Through a rigorous 
curriculum that emphasizes interdisciplinary learning, skill acquisition, 
focused exploration, and cooperative learning, The East Harlem School 
instills con! dence, skill, discipline, and moral accountability in its students. 
With the completion of an East Harlem School education, students are 
positioned and able to succeed in a variety of settings, while retaining the 
traditions and strengths of their own East Harlem community. The School 
has created, at scale, a model of early adolescent education that can and 
should be replicated by public or private schools in inner city communities 
throughout the nation.

ABOUT THE EAST HARLEM SCHOOL
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2008-2009 ACHIEVEMENTS

The East Harlem School continued to strenghten its program by completing the following strategic objectives during the 2008-
2009 ! scal year.

HIGHLIGHT: NEW BUILDING

Strengthened curriculum and teaching: The East Harlem School successfully concluded the 
third year of expansion of its student body. This year, The East Harlem School completed 
its ! rst school year with two classes in each grade, increasing our enrollment from 96 to 
121 students. Five new teachers were hired and overall teaching staff was increased to accommodate the School’s increased 
student body and preserve small class size. The East Harlem School continues to provide teachers with the training and support 
to strengthen their skills and enhance our curriculum. The School also made a strategic decision to begin offering drama to 
all grades, hiring a full-time drama teacher who has raised the level of our drama program. Each grade spent signi! cant time 
preparing for the performance of a play. The public speaking and leadership skills taught in drama will further enable students 
to meet and communicate with a wide range of  people.

Focus on Community, Civics, and World Issues: EHS continued the Weekly Speaker Series welcoming speakers representing a broad 
range of  professions and experiences, such as Jonathan Alter, Newsweek editor and columnist; Robert Belinic, professional 
classical guitar player from Croatia; Robbie Barnett, professor of modern Tibetan studies at Columbia University; and Claude 
Mitchell, Director of  Music for ESPN.

Targeted Developmental Guidance: EHS maintained weekly advisory and monthly gender groups, 
sessions in which students are divided by gender and discuss gender speci! c issues with a member 
of  EHS faculty and staff. EHS continued to provide weekly reading groups for ! fth and sixth 
grade students to provide opportunities to improve reading comprehension, discussion, and 

AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAMS

Extracurricular and Enrichment Activities: The East Harlem School’s after school program is a 
distinguishing element of the School’s work. By engaging students in stimulating and challenging 
academic, artistic, and athletic activities during the afternoon, students  develop a passion for 
pursuits beyond the classroom. For the second year in a row, EHS has participated in a Model 
United Nations program, representing the countries of Mexico and Jordan at the Model UN 
Conference at the United Nations in New York City. Additionally, East Harlem School students 
continued to support neighborhood organizations such as East River Family Center.  The 
School’s tutoring program has expanded to include volunteers from distinguished high schools 
such as Horace Mann School, Trinity School, and Dalton School. For the fourth consecutive 
year, EHS’s sixth grade class participated in “Cornell Kids,” a medical research and mentoring 

program offered through New York-Presbyterian Hospital and Cornell University.  Additional offerings included Yoga Club, 
Capoiera Club, Art Club, Poetry Club, and Dance Club.

PROGRAM

Opened new school facility: In December, The East Harlem School opened the doors to the 
new $12M school building at the original Exodus House site on 103rd Street. The new 
facility includes improved classrooms and science labs to enhance academic instruction, a 
multi-purpose outdoor play area, a gymnasium that can serve as auditorium for up to 300 
people, art and drama rooms for creative development, an expanded library, a cafeteria 
that seats up to 150 people, and   exible space to allow EHS to meet as a full community. 



Expanded Athletics Program: A full-time Physical Education teacher was hired this 
year, which allowed the school to offer gym four days a week now instead of 
three and increased the amount of focused exercise our students receive each 
week.  We now separate our 5th and 6th graders from our 7th and 8th graders 
for sports.  The 7th and 8th graders are able to participate in competitive sports 
teams with tryouts, daily practices, and games against other schools.  The 5th 
and 6th graders have gym built into their daily schedule and are able to focus 
on learning the basics of ! tness, coordination, and competitive sports. The 
curriculum has focused not only on physical ! tness, but also on sportsmanship 
and teamwork. The School continues to offer lacrosse, track, soccer, and 
swimming.

Saturday School: This year, we added an optional Saturday School program for all 
EHS students.  The program began in January, and we were able to offer two 8-week sessions of Saturday School.  The program 
lasts three hours every Saturday morning, and the students spend half the time working on their homework and on skill-building 
activities with a tutor and the other half taking either a sports class or an art class.  More than half of  our students participated 
in this program. 
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SUMMER PROGRAM
Expanded summer program: This year’s summer program centered around the theme 
of  courage. To explore this theme each grade read a different novel: in 5th grade Tuck 
Everlasting; in 6th grade Hatchet; in 7th grade Night; and in 8th grade The Things They Carried. 
In addition to attending the summer session, many of our students participated in camps 
or academic programs. This year, we leveraged over $25,000 in scholarship money for our 
students to attend these programs.
ALUMNI PROGRAM
Improved and strengthened the alumni program: The EHS alumni program serves all of  our 
alumni in high school and college by providing summer fellowships for community 
service, assistance with the college application process, tutoring, counseling, life-skills 
workshops, and internships. All alumni in high school were visited by a member of the 

EHS staff at their independent, public, and 
parochial schools. All juniors and seniors 
were contacted and assisted with the college 
application process, which included speaking 
with college counselors at each high school, 
writing letters of recommendation, and 
taking alumni on college campus visits.  We 
continued to offer the Brooks Fellowships 
for Community Service, which provides 
stipends for East Harlem School alumni 
who work in summer internships at non-
pro! t and community-based organizations.

TRUSTEE AND YOUNG VOLUNTEERS COMMITTEE
Improved and strengthened the efforts of  the school: EHS continued to strengthen the Board of 
Trustees with the addition of two new members, Alice Geller and Peter Gluck. The Young 
Volunteers Committee continues to support Super Saturday events, including our annual 
Field Day, mock interviews for eighth grade students, and ice skating in Central Park. The 
YVC and the development team worked together closely to plan and execute the School’s 
annual Spring Poetry Slam.
