Saraly
chose to return to New York for college, where she is
now a senior at Barnard College. At Barnard, Saraly
is the co-president of Mujeres (the Latinx affinity club
on Barnard’s campus) and, in September of 2021,
she helped curate an exhibition called Undesign the
Redline atthe Barnard Library! Saraly hasalsoreturned
to EHS as a Saturday School futor, Poetry Slam judge,
alumni speaker, and Summer Semester teacher.
